Finance Committee Report

We continued on the positive side in November.

Revenues for November were $30,499 compared to the budget

of $30,322. Actual expenses for November were $30,350 compared to the budget of $30,322. This gave us a
surplus for the month of $249. This increases the surplus for the year to $30,485. The December financial state-
ments should be finished soon, and we are very optimistic that we will run a surplus for the year.

The financial campaign is now complete with 130 pledges totaling $344,946 compared to 124 pledges totaling

$328,578 received last year. We are very grateful to all of you who responded in such a positive manner.

You will

be receiving a copy of the 2012 church budget with your fourth quarter giving report. Almost all of the budget in-
creases made possible by the increased pledges has been allocated to the program areas.

As of January 1, we have also paid off the mortgage on the Wesley House.
